NO REMOVED SNOW AND/OR ICE SHALL BE PLACED OR THROWN IN THE MAIN TRAVEL PORTION OF THE PUBLIC STTREETS, NOR TO OBSTRUCT ANY PUBLIC FIRE HYDRANT.
